Making the Journey of a Lifetime - Khadijah Ashfaq Yr 10 

The ýrst time I went for Hajj I was 7 years old. That one didnôt count, because I was still a minor, but Alham-
dulillah I was blessed to be chosen for a second time this year. What would be even wicked is if I could go back 
for Hajj InshaôAllah when Iôm 21 years old! 

Our Hajj trip was fairly secret. The ýrst time I found out about it was when my parents asked Mrs. Mohamed if I 
could take a holiday school time. ñWoohoo.ò ñOMG!ò  ñReally?!ò ñWhy didnôt you tell me before?ò I was excited, 
Kaôba, Halal Burger King, Baskin Robbins..... 

We arrived in Jeddah, at Fajr time, about a week before the start of Hajj but in the airport the ofýcials were 
already calling me ñHajjiò. We were warned about long delays and to be patient at our pre-hajj seminar. Hajj is 
all about patience. Fortunately it didnôt take too long and we were in Madinah by Dhuhr time.  

Madinah the blessed city of our Prophet Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam. The City is literally ñHeaven on Earthò. In 
Masjid Nabawi, the Masjid with the green dome, you ýnd the Ar-Rawdah which is a garden from one of the 
gardens of Jannah. Abu Hurayra related that the Prophet (SAW) said: "One prayer in this mosque of mine is 
better than a thousand prayers in any other, except the Sacred Mosque (in Makkah)." (Muslim).  The City is 
amazing and despite thousands of visitors feels very calm. Here, like Makkah, you only ýnd Muslims. Muslims of 
different colours, different sizes, with different tongues and with different clothes all standing together and 
praying behind one Imam. Multiculturalism like youôve never seen before. Aunties who youôve never seen be-
fore and who donôt speak youôre language smile, make attempts at conversation, offer you sweets and depart 
with hugs and kisses. Ok so my cute little sister got more attention than I did. One of many amazing experienc-
es. Visiting Madinah is not part of Hajj but why wouldnôt you go!?! 

After 3 days in Madinah we left for Makkah by coach. ñOur record is 22 hours!ò the tour operators frightened us. 
I was patient, and the Baskin Robbins on the way helped. Alhamdulillah it took about 8 hours including a break. 
Not bad.  At the Meeqat we assumed our Ihram by making our intentions and from here the men starting recit-
ing ñLabayk Allahuma Labayk Labayk La Shareeka Laka Labayk Innal Hamda Wannimata laka walmulk Laa 
Shareeka Lakò (Translation:"I respond to Your call my Lord I respond to You, there is no diety save You. All 
praise, grace and dominion belong to You.  You have no partners").  

I hope I havenôt misled you. Most of you have been for Umrah but Hajj is different. For a start itôs busier and at 
the moment there is a lot of construction work going on. In Mina your personal space is limited, you have to 
share a tent with lots of other women and there are long queues at the toilets! Oh and donôt get me started with 
the toilets! You lot in school who complain that the seatôs broken; if you saw the toilets there youôd never com-
plain about a toilet here ever again! Oh and I forgot the temperature ï high thirties in October. Hajj isnôt easy 
but itôs not hard either. Itôs about patience and sacriýce after all. The Prophet (PBUH) said, "The best Jihad (for 
women) is Hajj Mabrur." 

My Hajj trip was deýnitely the journey of a lifetime. A very special and unique experience. The spirituality you 
feel during the Hajj days is next level. It does change you but you have to keep battling the worldly challenges 
we all face each day. 

I pray that Allah takes you to Hajj soon. о
